ACTIVATION (PRE-VISIT IDEAS)

In groups, have students research one of the following printmaking techniques.

Etching, Silkscreen, Lithography, Woodcut, Stonecut
Prepare a short oral presentation to the class. Suggested criteria include:

*  Name of technique

» Description of the process

» Method of printing i.e., printing press, hand printed, screen printed
Have students prepare an artist card featuring a well known printmaking artist. Include key information on the artist card such as
name, date of birth, education, place of birth and a visual example of one or more of his/her work.
In groups, have students research one of the following artists:

Kathe Kollwitz, Edvard Munch, Pablo Picasso, Albrecht Durer, Kakulu Saggiaktok
Prepare an observation sheet or short oral presentation to the class. Suggested criteria include:

» Brief history of the artist

» Technique best known for

» Subject matter

* Unique stylistic quality of the artist’s work

EXTENSION (POST-VIST IDEA

1. Have a student art exhibition. Work with your students to consider where to exhibit within your school, how the pieces will be
shown and what the overall theme of the exhibition should be.

2. Have students write an artist statement about their piece. Students could comment on the process and the inspiration for their
image.

3. Make additional prints. Remember the techniques that were shown during the workshop (as time dictates): mono-colour print,
multi-colour print and registration. Consider printing a series of personalized greeting cards.

4. Complete a procedural writing piece about the printmaking process
